You see,
we have God on our side! We can make a difference. Faith Music
Missions has a wonderful production studio, but more than that,
it has quality engineers, musicians and producers that are faithful
Christians and have dedicated themselves to the ministry of
the Gospel.

Please understand that the sky is the limit on what can be
produced and recorded. When it comes to recording, a minimum
standard is achieved only by quality equipment. The quality produced
is then limited or enhanced by the ability of the engineers, producers
and musicians. Any element that is left out leaves you with just a
recording and not a first-class production. Faith Music Missions
has labored long and hard to achieve not only a good sound, but
one that is equal to the very best. A person will pay a minimum
for a quality basic recording, but his production budget determines
how far he can go with the recording.

Faith Music Missions has developed the “Faith Music Missions
Sound” and will share it with people who want to make a difference.
Understanding that the production makes the difference, Faith
Music Missions has put together five recording packages. Each of

these is designed to be a cooperative effort
between Faith Music Missions and the artist.
This means that Faith Music Missions will
record and produce the recording for about half the price it would cost to record this same
quality production in a profit-making secular recording studio. We factor in the hourly wages
of our employees necessary to produce the recording and the expenses that we incur in order
to supply a complete package; but aside from that, no profit is factored in over and above the
basic cost of the recording. Faith Music Missions will recover its investment through the distribution
of the recording.

Faith Music Missions will manage your royalties for
you and bill you separately for these, including any
filing fees that may be required.

It would be wise to use any original music you
may have, along with any Public Domain songs
available. No royalties have to be paid on these.

Recording “Off the FMM Label”
For an individual or group that would like Faith Music

Missions to record and produce a custom recording and
would like to have 100% control of all product and rights
to the recording, we will work “Off the FMM label.”

1. The cost for an orchestrated ten-song recording is
$1,000 per song. The artist is allotted two 10-hour
days in the studio to record vocal parts for the ten-
song project. If recording more than ten songs, the
scheduling of additional studio time will be
considered based upon the needs of the artist, but
the price per song to provide final production will
remain the same.

2. Each additional day in the studio to record vocals
(for a ten-song project) will cost an additional
$800.

3. To add additional studio musicians (playing instru-
ments such as acoustic guitar, banjo, mandolin,
etc.), there will be an additional charge of $1,600.
This rate is to cover charges from the musicians
and to pay for additional studio time required to
record these instruments.

4. Faith Music Missions will supply a finished master
to the artist upon receipt of all monies. A 50%
deposit is required the day of the recording session,
and the balance is due upon completion.

5. Faith Music Missions will produce artwork, if
desired, for the artist at a rate of $60 per hour.

6. If the artist wants Faith Music Missions to provide
CD replication, all royalties must be paid in advance.
The cost of all royalties and filing fees will be passed
on to the artist. Faith Music Missions will handle
the royalties for a service fee of $300 over and above
the actual cost of royalties and filing fees paid to
the publishing companies.

When recording off the FMM label, the artist may not
use the Faith Music Missions logo on any product.
Recording, engineering, orchestration and production
credits must appear on all product covers. This information
should be displayed in a reasonable location. Credits
may not be smaller than 6-point type and must be clearly
readable on all covers.

With all of these things taken into consideration,
the plan Faith Music Missions has developed to
produce this music for the people of Fundamentalism
is astronomical! These are the guidelines we have
laid down in order to deliver a superior product.

What Is Expected of the Artist When They Come to FMM To Record?
1. Please pray. Pray about everything included in this Recording Agreement. Consider the benefits of being listed

in the Faith Music Missions catalog with hundreds of others who are concerned about music for the Christian
home. Understand that we are laborers together in this great cause. This exposure alone is worth thousands
of dollars.

2. Prepare. It is very important to be physically and spiritually ready to work for 8-16 hours on vocals.
3. Choose the right kind of music. Please come with a heart and spirit to lift up Christ. Though many modern

songs are very acceptable, please do not come with a contemporary style or performance.
4. Be prepared to pay for all of the royalties necessary for your recording. This is a must! The current royalty rate

is 9.1¢ per song per copy. This means that if all ten of the songs you record are still under copyright, then you
will owe 91¢ per CD to the publishing companies. In addition, many of the copyright agencies charge a filing
fee, typically between $10 and $25 for each song. For example, the royalties owed on 500 copies of a normal
ten-song recording would be $455, plus a $120 filing fee. If a song is a medley of three different songs, then
you may owe as many as three royalties for that one piece. You must bring the names of the authors and/or
publishing companies for the songs you are recording with you.

5. Please bring a deposit of $500 for packages #1 through #3 or $1,000 for packages #4 or #5.
